	Disease/illness
	Minimal exclusion period

	Antibiotics prescribed
	First 2 days at home

	Temperature
	If sent home, first 24 hours at home

	Vomiting and Diarrhoea
	Needs to be clear for 48 hours at home

	Conjunctivitis
	2 days at home, thereafter until eyes are no longer weeping

	Chicken pox
	7days from appearance of rash and spots have scabbed over

	Gastro-enteritis, Salmonella, Food Poisoning, Dysentery
	Until authorised by a District Community Physician

	Measles
	7days from appearance of rash

	Mumps
	Until the swelling has subsided and in no case less than 7days from the onset of illness

	Pertussis (Whooping Cough)
	5days from commencing antibiotic treatment

	Rubella (German Measles)
	5days from the appearance of the rash

	Impetigo
	Until skin has healed

	Ineffective Hepatitis
	7days from onset of jaundice

	Poliomyelitis
	Until declared free from infection by a District Community Physician

	Scarlet Fever and Streptococcal infection of the throat
	Until appropriate medical treatment has been given and in no case for less than 5days from commencing antibiotics

	Tuberculosis
	Until declared free from infection by a district community physician

	Typhoid Fever
	Until declared free from infection by a District Community Physician

	Ringworm (Scalp)
	Until cured

	Ringworm(Body)
	Seldom necessary to exclude provided treatment is given

	Scabies
	Need not to be excluded provided treatment is given

	Hand/Foot and Mouth
	None

	Slapped cheek or Fifth disease(Parvovirus)
	None

	Meningococcal infection
	Until recovered from illness

	Swine flu
	5 – 7 days or until child is free of symptoms

If there are two or more cases of food poisoning within the setting Ofsted must be notified.
